7th & 8th Grade Science Labs  
 

This week we observed the reaction: Hydrochloric acid 

+ zinc yields hydrogen gas and zinc chloride.  The zinc 

came from the inside layer of pennies minted since 

1985.  These pennies "floated" up to the top of the 

beaker of hydrochloric acid, while the older pennies 

(solid copper) did not. This lab was conducted during 

two days of Science class periods.  In our second lab 

this week we observed the difference in the reaction 

rates of the reaction using hydrochloric acid and alumi-

num. 
  

Since we were using hydrochloric acid this week, an 

increased level of lab safety was a priority.  Proper lab 

attire was a requirement, as were safe 

lab procedures.  Ample notice is given 

to students (in class and posted on our 

web page) prior to labs so that they can 

plan accordingly and be adequately pre-

pared. 

  

Our next chapter deals with acids and bases, so we will 

have a variety of labs scheduled dealing with this topic.  

Learning is enhanced through these hands -on lab ex-

periments.
